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Research Suggestions on Language Teaching for Buyi and Miao
Students in Primary Schools
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Abstract: The learning and application of language and writing is the basis for cultivating the core literacy of primary school
Chinese, and it is also an important goal of Chinese teaching. The practice of Chinese teaching has proved that to achieve this goal
not only requires students’ long—term unremitting learning accumulation, but also requires teachers to carry out targeted training and
improvement in a purposeful, planned, step—by-step and methodical manner. In the current primary school Chinese teaching, there are
still many problems in the cultivation of language ability. Primary school Chinese teachers do not pay enough attention to cultivating
students’ language ability. In the teaching process, they focus on the imparting of knowledge and the accumulation of language. The
selection of teaching materials relies too much on teaching materials, and the teaching methods are mainly based on forced recitation,
dictation, excerpting and simple imitation. There is a lack of systematic and targeted training and improvement in the accumulation and
application of language and words, which leads to students’ lack of understanding of language and words. The cognition is relatively
shallow, and it is impossible to “depict the sights seen with beautiful language, describe one’s own state of mind with appropriate
language, and express one’s own views with profound language.” In view of this, primary school Chinese teachers need to correct their
awareness and integrate resources. And innovate teaching methods to improve students’ language ability in a targeted manner.
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
