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Practical research on the introduction of language into kindergartens in
schools in ethnic minority areas

Abstract: Since the 13th Five—Year Plan for the Development of National Education in 2017 proposed to strengthen the national
common language education in ethnic areas, the state has successively issued a series of policies and measures to promote the national
common language education for children and adolescents in ethnic areas.
