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Analysis of the value of standardized patients applied in
nursing practice teaching

Abstract: Objective: To study the value of applying standardized patients in nursing practice teaching. Methods: A total
of 78 nursing students from March 2021 to October 2021 were randomly selected as the research objects and divided into
the discussion group (n=39) and the comparison group (n=39) according to the random number table method. To carry
out traditional teaching for nursing students in comparison group and explore the application of standardized patients in
comparison group. The theoretical and practical results, learning enthusiasm, comprehensive quality and teaching recognition
were compared between the groups. Results: The theoretical and practical scores of nursing students in the discussion group
were higher than those in the comparison group, P < 0.05; The study enthusiasm of the discussion group was significantly
higher than that of the comparison group, P < 0.05; The ability of health education, communication, clinical treatment and
problem solving in the discussion group were higher than those in the comparison group (P < 0.05). The recognition scores
of teaching in the discussion group were higher than those in the comparison group, such as promoting theory to practice,
improving learning efficiency, stimulating learning interest and improving language expression and communication ability
(P < 0.05). Conclusion: The application of standardized patients in nursing practice teaching can improve the theoretical
and practical performance and comprehensive quality of nursing students, and improve the learning enthusiasm and teaching
recognition of nursing students, which is worthy of reference.
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
