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The Problems and Countermeasures of Pre Hospital Emergency Nursing Management in University Hospitals

Abstract: Objective To explore the problems and countermeasures of pre hospital emergency nursing management in university hospitals. Method Ten nurses
who were employed in the university hospital from September 2022 to August 2023 were selected. Routine management was implemented from September 2022
to February 2023, and strengthened management was implemented from March 2023 to August 2023. The nursing quality and pre hospital emergency efficiency
of nurses under the two management models were compared. Result The nursing quality scores of the strengthened management model were higher than those
of the conventional management model, and the difference was statistically significant (P<0.05) ; The response time and en route time ( 2.77 £0.64 minutes,
2.84+0.60 minutes) of the strengthened management mode were shorter than those of the conventional management mode ( 4.81 +0.90 minutes, 3.78+0.82
minutes) , and the differences were statistically significant (P<0.05) . Conclusion Analyzing the problems in the management of pre hospital emergency care

in university hospitals and implementing improvement measures can promote the improvement of nursing quality and improve the efficiency of pre hospital

emergency care.
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
