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Potential nursing safety hazards and standardized management in ophthalmic operating Room

Abstract: Objective: To analyze the potential nursing safety hazards and standardized management in ophthalmic operating room. Methods:
A total of 29145 patients with ophthalmic surgery admitted to the Department of Ophthalmology of our hospital from January 2021 to
December 2022 were randomly divided into a conventional management control group (n = 14572) and a standardized management
observation group (n = 14573). The management effects of the two groups were compared. Results: The incidence of safety accidents in
ophthalmic operating room in the observation group was significantly lower than that in the control group (P < 0.05). Conclusion: The
implementation of standardized management in ophthalmic operating room can effectively prevent the occurrence of safety accidents in

ophthalmic operating room.
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
