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Improvement of Compliance of Newly Treated Pulmonary Tuberculosis Patients by

Continuing Nursing

Abstract: Objective: To explore the effect of continuous nursing on the compliance of newly treated pulmonary tuberculosis
patients. Methods: A total of 60 subjects were selected in this study. The study lasted from March 2021 to June 2022. The subjects
were divided into 30 groups using statistical methods. The difference between the two groups was that the study group carried out
continuous nursing and the control group received general nursing. The influence of the compliance of patients in the two groups
was analyzed. Results: the overall compliance score of TB patients in the study group was higher (P < 0.05); The negative rate of
tuberculin in the study group was significantly higher than that in the control group three months after treatment, and the incidence of
various complications was lower than that in the control group (P < 0.05); The scores of physical function, function, pain, emotion,
individual energy and health status of patients in the study group were higher than those in the control group (P<0.05). Conclusion:
Carrying out continuous nursing care for newly treated pulmonary tuberculosis patients can standardize the patients’ compliance with
medical advice, improve the treatment compliance, and comprehensively improve the prognosis and quality of life.
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
