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Application observation of case and task-driven teaching in orthopedic clinical teaching

Abstract: This paper studies and analyzes the practical application of case-based task-driven teaching method in orthopedic teaching, and
explores the role of this teaching method. Eighty-two interns were selected from our hospital and randomly divided into control group and
experimental group. The number of interns in both groups was 41. In the process of orthopedic teaching, ordinary teaching method was
implemented for interns in the control group, while interns in the experimental group implemented case-based task-driven teaching method.
After the teaching work was completed, the final teaching effect was fully compared. The results show that in the teaching of orthopedics,
the interns in the experimental group are more interested in learning than those in the control group. The interns in the experimental group
are stronger in clinical ability and learning enthusiasm than those in the control group, and they are more satisfied with the teaching work,
and their final assessment scores are higher than those in the control group. It is concluded that the application of case-based task-driven
teaching method in the teaching of orthopedics can promote interns to master the knowledge related to orthopedic diseases quickly and

comprehensively, and enhance their clinical ability and thinking.
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
