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The Significance of Carboprost Methyl Suppository in the Treatment of Postpartum
Hemorrhage

Abstract: Objective: To investigate and analyze the clinical effect and significance of carboprost methyl suppository in the treatment
of postpartum hemorrhage.Methods: 30 patients with postpartum hemorrhage from October 2021 to October 2022 in our hospital
were selected for this study. The patients were divided into study group and control group, with 15 patients in each group. Patients
with postpartum hemorrhage in the control group were treated with oxytocin and misoprostol tablets, and patients in the study group
were treated with methyl carboprost suppository on the basis of the control group.Results: The amount of postpartum hemorrhage
in 2h, 12h and 24h in the study group was significantly lower than that in the control group. The clinical effective rate of postpartum
hemorrhage in the study group was 93.33%, while that in the control group was 60.00%. Compared with the control group, the study
group was better, and there was no significant difference in the incidence of adverse drug reactions between the study group and
the control group.Conclusion: Carboprost methyl ester suppository is effective in the treatment of postpartum hemorrhage, which
can effectively reduce the amount of postpartum hemorrhage, and has less adverse drug reactions and higher safety. It is worth
popularizing in the current clinical practice.
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
