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Application of Holistic Nursing in Pediatric Emergency Care

Abstract: Objective: To analyze the application value of holistic nursing in pediatric emergency care.Methods: This study began
in April 2022. Relevant research plans were drawn up and research data were collected. By the end of June 2022, a total of 31
patients were included in our hospital. They were divided into groups according to nursing services. The study group was given
overall nursing care (20) cases, and the control group was given basic nursing care (11) cases. Family satisfaction, adverse events,
and nursing quality were analyzed.Results: The satisfaction of family members in the study group (100.00%) was higher than that
in the control group (81.81%). The incidence of adverse events in the study group (0.00%) was lower than that in the control group
(27.27%). The nursing technology of the study group was significantly higher than that of the control group, P&It;0.05.Conclusion:
The clinical use of holistic nursing services to intervene in pediatric emergency care has high application value, can reduce adverse
events, improve family satisfaction and nursing quality, and is worthy of clinical promotion and use.
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
