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Analysis of the effect of comprehensive nursing service on endometrial polyps

Abstract: Objective: To explore and analyze the effect of comprehensive nursing service on endometrial polyps. Methods: The study
was scheduled from December 2020 to December 2022. According to the steps of computer random selection procedure, 102 patients
with endometrial polyps admitted to our hospital were selected as the subjects of this study, and divided into groups in different ways.
The first group was a control group with 51 patients receiving routine nursing, and the second group was an observation group with
51 patients receiving comprehensive nursing intervention, Compare and analyze the final results of patients. Results: The group with
less intraoperative bleeding and shorter duration of operation and hospitalization was the observation group (P<0.05). The patients
with higher probability of complications were in the control group, and those with higher satisfaction were in the observation group
(P<0.05). The observation group had a higher standard of quality of life after intervention (P<0.05). Conclusion: The patients with
endometrial polyps should receive comprehensive nursing care, recover in a shorter time, have higher disease treatment safety, and
obtain a higher standard of quality of life.
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
