Abstract: Objective: To explore the application effect of narrative nursing education in clinical nursing teaching of neurosurgery. Methods:
A total of 34 nursing students who practiced in the Department of Neurosurgery of our hospital from July 2020 to June 2021 were selected
as the control group, and 34 nursing students who practiced in the department of neurosurgery of our hospital from July 2021 to June 2022
were selected as the observation group. The control group adopted traditional teaching methods, and the observation group adopted
narrative nursing education methods. The comprehensive evaluation results of the two groups were compared. Results: The theoretical
examination, basic operation assessment, case report, satisfaction score and total score of the observation group were significantly better
than those of the control group (P<0.05). Conclusions: The application of narrative nursing education in clinical nursing teaching in

neurosurgery department can promote the improvement of clinical comprehensive ability and nursing learning effect of nursing students.
