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The value of risk factor management in fever outpatient care

Abstract: The purpose is to observe the value of risk factor management in fever outpatient care. The method was to explore 40 fever
patients undergoing treatment in the hospital, and divide them into intervention group and routine group according to different management
methods. The number of personnel in each group is the same, and the nursing management methods used are different. Among them, the
routine nursing intervention group is the routine nursing intervention group, and the intervention group is the intervention group that
conducts risk factor management intervention for fever outpatient patients. Observe and compare the time probability of occurrence of risk
and risk factor cognition of the above patients Nursing satisfaction. Results The probability of risk events in the intervention group was
lower than that in the conventional group; The cognitive rate of risk factors is higher than that of the conventional group; The nursing
satisfaction between the two groups was compared, and the patient satisfaction in the intervention group was higher (P<0.05). Conclusion
When carrying out nursing management for fever outpatients, it is better to use risk factor management strategies to achieve better results.
By using this management strategy, not only can the level of nursing quality in fever outpatients be improved, the probability of risk events
be reduced, but also the compliance and satisfaction of patients with treatment be improved, which is worthy of extensive promotion and

application.
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
