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To discuss the application of case teaching method in the teaching of jaundice in internal medicine
of traditional Chinese medicine

Abstract: Objective: To analyze the effect of case teaching in the teaching of jaundice in internal medicine of traditional Chinese medicine.
Methods: A total of 28 students of acupuncture-moxibustion and Tuina college admitted in 2021 were set as the study group, and 28
students admitted in 2020 were set as the conventional group. The students in the conventional group were mainly taught according to the
traditional teaching method of jaundice, while the students in the research group were taught by case teaching. The teaching effects of the
two teaching models were compared. Results: The scores of after-class practice in the conventional group were significantly lower than
those in the study group (P < 0.05). Conclusion: Case teaching method in the teaching of jaundice in internal medicine of traditional
Chinese medicine can greatly improve the degree of students' knowledge, assist to improve the quality of teaching, and has wide

application value in practical teaching.
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
