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Discussion on the application of flip classroom in internal medicine nursing teaching

Abstract: Objective To explore the application of flip classroom teaching mode in internal medicine nursing teaching. Methods Under the
criteria of agreeing to participate in the study, 52 medical practice nursing students from April 2022 to April 2023 were selected and
randomly divided into two groups. During the internship, nursing students in the conventional group (26 students) and the research group
(26 students) were given teaching based on the conventional nursing teaching mode and the flip classroom teaching mode respectively.
Observe and compare the examination results, autonomous learning ability and teaching satisfaction between the two groups. Results
Compared with the routine group, the study group had significantly higher assessment scores, higher teaching satisfaction and better
autonomous learning ability. The comparison of multiple indexes between groups was statistically significant (P < 0.05). Conclusion In the
teaching of internal medicine nursing, the flip classroom teaching mode is worth popularizing and applying.
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
