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Application effect and nursing observation of intravenous indwelling needle in children outpatient
transfusion

Abstract: Objective To analyze the application and nursing effect of intravenous indwelling needle in outpatient infusion for children.
Methods From 2020 to 2022, 70 children receiving intravenous infusion were selected as the research analysis objects in the children's
outpatient department, and assigned to the observation group (35 cases) and the control group (35 cases) according to the numerical random
method. The control group was given routine nursing, the observation group was given intravenous indwelling needle nursing, and the
effects of the two groups were compared. Results After intervention, the incidence of infusion extravasation in the observation group was
lower than that in the control group, P<0.05. The incidence of adverse events in observation group was lower than that in control group,
P<0.05; The nursing quality of the observation group was better than that of the control group, P<0.05; Parents' recognition of nursing work
in the observation group was higher than that in the control group (P<0.05). Conclusion Intravenous indwelling needle infusion and
effective nursing intervention can not only improve the quality of nursing and parents' recognition of nursing work, but also reduce the

occurrence of adverse events. Compared with conventional nursing, the effect is significant.
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
