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Teaching strategy of clinical nursing practice based on case scenario simulation teaching method

Abstract:Objective: To explore the teaching strategy of clinical nursing practice based on case scenario simulation teaching method.
Methods: From July 2020 to March 2022, 100 clinical nursing interns in West China Second Hospital of Sichuan University were selected.
According to different teaching intervention methods, they were randomly divided into the observation group with case scenario simulation
teaching method and the control group with traditional nursing practice teaching method, 50 in each group. The two groups were compared
and analyzed in terms of internship performance, core competence, satisfaction with teaching mode and management quality score. Results:
The performance of operation skills and theoretical knowledge in observation group was significantly higher than that in control group (P <
0.05). In the observation group, 48 nursing students (96.00%) were significantly more satisfied with teaching than 37 nursing students
(74.00%) in the control group, and the difference was significant (P < 0.05). The nursing skills, emergency ability, first aid operation
process and service attitude of the observation group were higher than those of the control group (P < 0.05). The abilities of first aid,
condition assessment, nurse-patient communication and triage in the observation group were significantly higher than those in the control
group (P < 0.05). Conclusion: For clinical nursing interns, through the implementation of case scenario simulation teaching intervention,
nursing students can improve their recognition of teaching, as well as their nursing practice results and core abilities, but also improve the

degree of satisfaction of nursing students with teaching methods, achieved better teaching effect, has clinical application value.
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
