The application effect of humanistic care in the care of malignant tumors

Abstract: The purpose of this exploration is to achieve the effect of humanistic care in the care of malignant tumors. The method used was
to select the clinical data of patients with malignant tumors admitted to a hospital, select 50 patients in the hospital to carry out the study,
and randomly divide the patients into nursing groups and basic groups, with 25 cases in each group. Different nursing methods were carried
out for these two groups, of which the basic group used traditional nursing methods, and the nursing group carried out humanistic care on
the basis of traditional nursing. The treatment effects of the two groups were compared and analyzed in combination with the final nursing
satisfaction. From the results of this exploration, it can be seen that the overall satisfaction of patients with malignant tumors in the nursing
group is higher than that of patients in the basic group, with a total of 22 patients in the nursing group, with a total satisfaction of 96%,
while 15 patients in the basic group are satisfied, and the satisfaction is 80%, and the difference between the two groups is statistically
significant (P<0.05). The final conclusion is that in the care of malignant tumor patients, the use of humanistic care, the effect is more
obvious than the traditional nursing methods, can better improve the nursing satisfaction of these patients, and has a very obvious clinical

value and effect.
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
