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Clinical effects of humanized nursing intervention in patients with glomerulonephritis

Abstract:Objective: To explore the clinical effect of humanized nursing intervention in patients with glomerulonephritis, and to understand
the value of humanized nursing intervention through practical research, Method: 96 patients with glomerulonephritis in this hospital were
selected as research objects, and divided into two groups with similar conditions according to the pre-nursing case data, respectively,
routine nursing and humanized nursing were taken, and the nursing satisfaction and quality of life of patients with glomerulonephritis were
compared and observed. Results: The nursing satisfaction and SF-36 scores of the observation group who took humanized care were higher
than those in the control group (P<0.05). Conclusion: Humanized nursing can eliminate the panic and depression of patients with
glomerulonephritis, reduce psychological pressure, improve the quality of life of patients with glomerulonephritis, make patients with
glomerulonephritis more willing to accept follow-up treatment and rehabilitation work, reduce the difficulty of nursing patients with

glomerulonephritis, and improve the psychological state of patients and their families with glomerulonephritis.
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
