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The application value of nursing risk management in emergency department nursing management

Abstract:Objective: To analyze the application value of nursing risk management in emergency departments. Methods: The study period
was from August 2019 to August 2020. The study included a total of 202 patients. All patients are treated in the emergency room. They are
grouped in the order of admission. The control group adopted the conventional emergency care management model, and the observation
group adopted the emergency care risk management model. Compare the effects of nursing management between the two groups. Results:
The incidence of nursing adverse events in the observation group was 0.98%, which was significantly lower than that of the control group
of 7.00% (P<0.05). The total satisfaction of nursing care in the observation group was 98.04%, higher than the 73.00% (73/100) of the
control group (P<0.05). Conclusion: The risk management of emergency patient care can reduce the occurrence of adverse nursing events

and improve the relationship between nursing and patients, which is worthy of clinical promotion and application.
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
