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Comparative observation on the quality of PBL and comparative nursing rounds in orthopaedic
trauma nursing teaching

Abstract: Objective: To observe the quality of problem-based teaching method (PBL) and comparative nursing round in orthopaedic
trauma nursing teaching, and to seek effective teaching methods, so as to provide guidance for the follow-up work of teaching teachers.
Methods: Selection in March 2021 - March 2022 in our hospital trauma orthopedics internship nurses 48, reasonable grouping,
investigation, according to the grouping of block randomized divided into experiment group A (24) and group B (24), the experimental
group A adopts the traditional teaching mode, experimental group B using PBL teaching nursing ward round and contrast method, Compare
the teaching results of the two groups. Results: Through the analysis of the research data, it can be seen that the clinical teaching quality
score, the overall satisfaction of teaching, the score of professional accomplishment assessment and the evaluation of teaching content
setting of the students in experimental group B are significantly better than those in experimental group A, P < 0.05. Conclusion: PBL and
comparative nursing round methods in orthopaedic trauma nursing teaching can significantly improve the clinical teaching quality score,
overall satisfaction, professional literacy test score and teaching content setting evaluation of practice nurses, which can effectively improve
the nursing quality of practice nurses, worthy of promotion.
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
