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Effect of two-way assessment scenario simulation exercise on improving the comprehensive ability
of junior nurses in emergency department

Abstract: Objective: To conduct an in-depth analysis on the teaching effect of the current two-way assessment scenario simulation exercise
for emergency junior nurses, and to point out the improvement direction for the adjustment of the mode of improving the ability of
emergency junior nurses. Methods: the researchers selected the emergency junior nurses who participated in teaching and learning in our
hospital from january2018 to january2022 as the research objects in combination with the acceptance and discharge criteria. They
numbered them according to the time of teaching and learning. The 20 research objects were divided into two groups by random number
method. The research group (n=10 cases) was given a two-way assessment scenario simulation exercise; The reference group (n=10 cases)
was given routine teaching. Results: the level of work attitude in the reference group was lower than that in the study group, and the
difference was statistically significant (p<0.05). The theoretical knowledge level of the reference group was lower than that of the study
group, and the difference between the groups was statistically significant (p<0.05). The practical operation level of the reference group was
lower than that of the study group, and the difference between the groups was statistically significant (p<0.05). Conclusion: the two-way
assessment scenario simulation exercise in clinical teaching can improve the working attitude, theoretical knowledge and practical
operation level of emergency junior nurses, and improve the nursing ability of emergency junior nurses. This method is applicable to the
promotion of clinical teaching and learning of junior nurses in emergency department. Personalized nursing teaching and learning mode can
be standardized and selected in combination with the actual situation to ensure that the clinical results achieve the expected teaching and

learning eftect.
