Experience of emergency nursing for patients with traumatic coma

Abstract: Objective: To explore the effect of emergency nursing on patients with acute traumatic coma. Methods: This study needs to
adopt the sampling survey method and the grouping research method. First, the research objects are selected by the sampling survey
method according to the experimental standards, and then the grouping research method is used for the experiment. The research data are
from the patients with acute traumatic coma admitted from January 2021 to January 2022. The 60 selected patients are divided into 30
groups, one group is the control group and the other group is the research group. After the data of the two groups are included in the group,
According to the setting of the experiment, the study group and the control group were given emergency care and routine care respectively.
Combined with the clinical information of patients, the effects of routine care and emergency care on the two groups of patients were
analyzed. Results: before receiving nursing care, the patients in the study group and the control group had poor quality of life due to the
intrusion of disease and emotional instability (P > 0.05); After receiving nursing care, the physical quality and quality of life of the patients
in the study group and the control group were significantly improved, but the improvement effect of the patients in the study group was
more obvious (P < 0.05); Secondly, comparing the rescue success rate of the two groups, it can be seen that the rescue success rate of the
patients in the study group is shorter (P < 0.05); In addition, the nursing work received by the patients in the study group was
comprehensive, high-quality and had a significant effect on the patients' physical recovery. Therefore, the nurse patient dispute rate in the
study group was low (P < 0.05). Conclusion: emergency nursing can effectively improve the prognosis of acute traumatic coma patients,

improve the quality of life, and promote the harmonious development of doctor-patient relationship.
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
