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Application of Comprehensive Nursing in Chemotherapy of Hematology Department

Abstract: Objective: This paper explores the effect of comprehensive nursing in the nursing process of patients undergoing chemotherapy
in hematology department. Methods: There were 69 patients in the department of chemotherapy and hematology who received treatment in
a hospital. Among these patients, there were 34 cases in the reference group and 35 cases in the comprehensive group. The reference group
carried out routine nursing, while the comprehensive group carried out comprehensive nursing. Their nursing satisfaction and quality of life
were compared. Results: From the data obtained below, it can be known that the nursing satisfaction of the comprehensive group was
97.14% higher than that of the reference group, and the difference was statistically significant (P<0.05). Comparing the quality of life
scores of patients in the comprehensive group and the reference group before and after nursing, the difference was not statistically
significant. The patients in the comprehensive group were better than those in the pre-nursing and reference groups in terms of coping with
stress, interpersonal communication, nutrition and exercise scores. It can be concluded that the quality of life score of patients in the
comprehensive group is higher than that in the reference group, and the difference is statistically significant. Conclusion: After the nursing
work, the nausea and vomiting scores of the two groups were reduced, and the reduction in the comprehensive group was more obvious
than that in the reference group. Therefore, comprehensive nursing intervention for academic chemotherapy patients can better reduce their

nausea and retching, and improve their quality of life and nursing satisfaction.
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
