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Research on the Training of Emergency Specialist Nurses

Abstract: Objective: This paper explores the training ideas of emergency specialist nurses. Methods: 20 nurses who worked in the
emergency department of our hospital from march2017 to march2022 were selected and all nurses were trained in emergency nursing. We
observe the comprehensive ability and satisfaction before and after training. Results: Compared with that before training, the scores of
clinical comprehensive ability of nurses after training were higher (p<0.05), and the satisfaction of nurses after training (95%) was higher
than that before training (60%), (p<0.05). Conclusion: The professional training of emergency first-aid nurses can help to improve the
nurses' comprehensive clinical nursing ability and improve their satisfaction with the training.
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
