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Application of Quality Nursing Service in Surgical Nursing

Abstract: Objective: This paper studies the application of quality nursing service in surgical nursing. Methods: 78 surgical patients were
selected and divided into different groups. Comparison group 39 cases selected conventional nursing; The experimental group 39 cases
selected high-quality nursing, compared the nursing effect of different programs. Results: Before nursing, the psychological status of the
two groups were compared (P > 0.05). After nursing, the score of experimental group was lower than that of comparison group (P < 0.05).
Before nursing, the two groups were compared in terms of quality of life (P > 0.05). After nursing, the quality of life in experimental group
was higher than that in comparison group (P < 0.05). The satisfaction score of experimental groups was higher than that of comparison
group (P < 0.05). The incidence of complaint events in experimental group was significantly lower than that in comparison group (P < 0.05).
Conclusion: The application of high-quality nursing measures in surgical patients can improve the psychological state of patients, quality
of life, the satisfaction of patients' family members, and reduce the rate of complaint, which is worthy of promotion.
