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[ Abstract ] Objective To explore the clinical effect of applying continuous nursing health education in the nursing of patients with chronic cervicitis. Methods 96
patients with chronic cervicitis treated in our hospital from February 2021 to February 2022 were randomly divided into two groups, 48 patients in each group. The
conventional nursing mode was used in the group A, and the patients in the experimental group were given continuous nursing health education on the basis of the
conventional nursing mode. The health knowledge of the two groups after different nursing modes was compared. Results The mastery of health knowledge in the
experimental group was significantly better than that in the conventional group, with a significant difference (P < 0.05). Conclusion The application of continuous

nursing health education in the nursing of patients with chronic cervicitis can significantly improve the mastery of health knowledge, and it is also of great value in

improving the compliance and quality of nursing care of patients, which is worthy of clinical promotion.
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
