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The value of humanized service in alleviating patients' negative emotions in obstetrics and gynecology care

[ Abstract ] Objective To carry out humanized nursing method in obstetrics and gynecology nursing is to analyze the positive effect of nursing and explain
the implementation of basic nursing measures.Methods From October 2020 to October 2021,80 patients treated in obstetrics and gynecology were selected
into the group to conduct nursing analysis.Patients were grouped into 40 and 40 patients in the observation group, with randomization and parity as the
grouping criteria.The usual care method was implemented within the control group, and the ohservation group added humanized care on the basis of usual
care.Evaluation index: ) HAMA score; @ nursing satisfaction rate data.Results Human nursing for obstetrics and gynecology patients could
significantly improve their anxiety, and the HAMA score of nursing patients decreased. The nursing satisfaction rate of the observation group was higher
compared with the control group, and it was statistically significant, P <0.05. Conclusion Patients in obstetrics and gynecology will have some anxiety
during the treatment period, and humanized nursing measures are needed to improve their psychological problems and reduce their anxiety symptoms,

which can not only help to improve the patient prognosis, but also improve the nursing satisfaction of patients, which has positive nursing significance.
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
