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Clinical application study of high—quality nursing service in elderly chronic bronchitis nursing
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Abstract: Objective: This study aims to explore the benefits of applying quality nursing care to the elderly patients with chronic bronchitis. Methods: 100
elderly patients with chronic bronchitis were analyzed, and the study period ranged from February 2022 to February 2023. The patients were divided into
control group (routine care, 50 patients) and observation group (quality care, 50 patients), and the indicators of nursing satisfaction, quality of life,
psychological state and nursing quality were analyzed. Results: The observation group showed a significant improvement in nursing satisfaction, and the
actual data were significantly better than the control group, P <0.05. In terms of quality of life, the results of the observation group showed a significant
improvement, and the actual data were significantly better than that of the control group, with P <0.05. In terms of psychological status, the results of
the observed group showed a significant decrease, and the actual data were significantly lower than that of the control group, P <0.05. In terms of
nursing quality, the results of the observation group showed a significant improvement, and the actual data were significantly better than that of the
control group, with P <0.05. Conclusion: This study shows that in the process of nursing elderly patients with chronic bronchitis, implementing
high-quality nursing service can effectively reduce bad mood, and improve the quality of life, nursing quality and nursing satisfaction. This has a positive
reference and promotion value for improving the nursing level.
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
