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Comprehensive nursing experience of 5—aminoketovalerate dynamic therapy in the treatment of acne vulgaris

[ summary ] purpose: Analysis of comprehensive nursing effect of aminoketovalerate dynamic therapy for acne vulgaris.Method: 39 patients with acne

vulgaris treated with 5S—aminoketovaleric acid dynamic therapy were randomly divided into two groups in our hospital, 19 patients in group A were given

basic care, 20 patients in group B were given comprehensive care, and the two groups were compared effect.Result: There were differences in the cure rate,

nursing satisfaction, and compliance of treatment between the two groups after nursing (P <0.05), which was statistically significant.Conclusion:The effect

of comprehensive nursing for patients with acne vulgaris treated with 5—aminoketovaleric acid dynamic therapy is significant, which is conducive to the

improvement of patients' treatment effect.
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
