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Abstract: [Objective] To explore the application effect of flip classroom combined with micro—class homework in etiquette and physique course of
nursing specialty in Higher Vocational colleges. [Method] A total of 667 students from a nursing major class in a higher vocational college were selected
by stratified sampling method for application evaluation. [Result] 667 people were surveyed, the completion rate of micro—lesson video was 100%, the

completion rate of personal assessment was 100%, and the qualified rate was 100%. The excellent rate was 48%, good rate was 36%, medium rate was

14%, and poor rate was 2%.
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
