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Abstract: Objective To explore the application effect of rapid rehabilitation surgery in the perioperative care of laparoscopic cholecystectomy.Methods In this
study selected 106 patients as the object of the study, patients between January 2020 and June 2021 to laparoscopic cholecystectomy patients, randomly
divided into control group (n=53) and n=53), control group of routine care, observation group patients perioperative concept of rapid rehabilitation surgery
care, compare the recovery of the two groups after care.Results postoperative hospital stay, postoperative exhaust time and postoperative activity time were
longer than those in the observation group, with significance . Conclusion During the perioperative care of endoscopic cholecystectomy patients, the concept

of rapid rehabilitation surgery can significantly promote the recovery of the patients
